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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE 1
General

Section 1. Name
The name of the association shall be the ANRS and
Rodeo Exes Association of Sul Ross State
University.

Section 2. Purpose
A. To promote the School of Agriculture and

Natural Resource Sciences and Rodeo
competitors of Sul Ross State University.

To establish and maintain contact with Sul Ross
State University ANRS and Rodeo Ex-students
and other interested persons. To encourage
prospective college students to enroll in Sul Ross
State University as participants in the various
ANRS and rodeo activities.

To periodically honor and entertain the
membership with a reunion and exes roping.

To meet charitable and educational purposes
under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue
Code, or corresponding section of any future
federal tax code in providing scholarships to the
ANRS Department and Rodeo Particpants.

ARTICLE 11
Executive Board

Section 1. Composition
The Executive Board shall consist of an Executive
Committee and a Board
of Directors.
A. Executive Committee — shall consist of

President, Vice-president, Secretary and
Treasurer.

Board of Directors — shall consist of 8 members
serving 2-year terms. There may also be one or
more permanent members.

1) Two-year term Directors — Shall be elected
from the general membership of the association.
2) Permanent members — Permanent Board
members may be appointed to the Board as an
honorary position by a unanimous vote of the
Board.

Section 2. Requirements
A. Executive Committee

1) President, Secretary, and Treasurer of the
ANRS and Rodeo Exes Association shall have
graduated from Sul Ross State University and
have majored or minored in ANRS and/or have
participated in rodeo, livestock judging, and/or
ANRS Department clubs at Sul Ross State
University.

2) Vice-President — may or may not be a
graduate of Sul Ross State University but will
have participated in ANRS, Rodeo, livestock
judging , and/or ANRS Department club
activities.
